On Friday, December 12, 2014, JASSI
received IMSA Community Outreach
Program 2014 Grants, hosted by
Japanese Medical Society of America
(JMSA). With this grant, we can
provide information about medical
programs and health insurance to the
Japanese community in order for them
to increase access to medical care
when needed.

New York City started its official identification for NYC
residents (IDNYC). Undocumented immigrants and the
homeless can apply as long as they live in NYC.

JASST’s Hotline Program provides free information and referral services for those who are under 60 years old through phone, email,
and in-person counseling. Crisis intervention, case assistance, advocacy, and companion services to court and other government
agencies are provided as needed. During the first half of this fiscal year (July 1- December 31, 2014), we handled 893 cases to help
592 people. The most common inquiries were ObamaCare, followed by public health insurance including Medicaid, legal issues, visa
problems, public benefits and entitlements, health-related issues, governmental system, family issues, financial troubles, and
consumer issues. 80.4% of those required assistance in Japanese. A case example includes:
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HOTLINE (Female 20’s) Fy o4V (20 R&HE)

Ms. A inquired about personal bankruptcy because she gave a
birth without health insurance and received an enormous hospital
bill. JASSI’s social worker explained Ms. A’s options before
filing personal bankruptcy, such as applying to public health
insurance or hospital’s charity programs and receiving financial
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counseling. Then, the social worker was able to find the charity
program at Ms. A’s hospital and gave her the direct phone
number to the person in charge. Later, the social worker received
a phone call from Ms. A, saying “the hospital’s charity program
would cover all the medical cost. My husband is American, but
he doesn’t have any knowledge of social services. We thought
the only way was to file personal bankruptcy. Thank you.”
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JASSI also provides case assistance to those who are 60 and older through its Senior Program. During the first half of this fiscal year,
the Senior Program staff handled 1,136 cases, assisting 387 people. A case example includes:

With grants from New York City Department for the Aging, JASSI’s Caregiver Support Program provides services to those who care
for loved ones over 60 years old. Referrals regarding public assistance and homecare, emotional support, and supplemental services
are provided to caregiver clients. During the first half of this fiscal year, JASSI assisted 435 cases, supporting caregivers.
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SENIOR LINE (Female 70’s)

Ms. B, who suffered from a terminal illness, did not have a
family or friends and did not speak English at all. When her
medical condition got worse, she had no one to depend on or
to ask to take care of her matters. Not only JASSI’s Senior
Program staff called her everyday, but also dealt with her
doctors, hospital social workers, and nurses and assisted in
applying for public benefits including meals-on-wheels,
homecare, New York City Adult Protective Services,
Medicare, Medicaid, free cell phone, and free transportation.
Although she passed away at the nursing home shortly after,
she was well prepared to avoid having government take over
her body and belongings by hiring a lawyer, which was
advised by JASSI’s staff.
